FOOD SAFETY / TRAINING
As summer is here and taking it toll on the many, squadrons throughout the wing are no doubt planning or in some cases have had a BBQ.
Food handlers must receive adequate instruction and / or training in food hygiene to enable them to handle food safely. As a minimum, persons should hold the BASIC FOOD HYGIENE CERTIFICATE. This training is not provided through the Air Cadet Organisation, but can be sourced at local colleges / training centres.

Any squadron planning a BBQ must ensure persons are in receipt of a valid certificate. As with first aid, they must be refreshed every three years. If you do not have a person trained to this level or above, any type of food preparation / handling should be discouraged.

I would also urge all squadron commanders to ensure copies of such certificates are retained on squadron for inspection by interested parties.
